On February 27, 2007, the Michigan Public Service Commission initiated a docket to examine Verizon’s TSLRIC, TELRIC and resale rates.  Verizon filed its testimony on August 31, 2007.  Initial comments due 4/7/08; Staff comments due 5/12/08; Reply comments due 6/26/08; Final reply comments due 7/25/08.  Discovery is ongoing.

Service Quality Rules

On February 5 (First Amended) and February 18 (Second Amended), 2008, Joint Motions were made on behalf of AT&T, Cavalier, Covad, McLeodUSA, One Communications and TDS Metrocom for expedited amendment of prior orders resulting from the 2006-2007 six-month review.  Several amendments were made to the Performance Measurement User Guide Version 3.0.  The parties sought approval of the AT&T Midwest Performance Remedy Plan as a replacement to the remedy plan previously approved by the MPSC in this Case.  If approved, the AT&T Midwest Performance Remedy Plan would be made available to CLECs who are parties to an interconnection agreement with AT&T Michigan.  Comments are due 3/4/08 and reply comments are due 3/25/08.

Case No. U-15491: Sprint v. AT&T Michigan.

On December 21, 2007, Sprint filed a complaint with the MPSC against AT&T-Michigan. The complaint arises out of AT&T’s refusal to allow Sprint to adopt the interconnection agreement between BellSouth Telecommunications d/b/a AT&T Southeast and Sprint, as approved in Kentucky, and as required by the FCC’s conditional approval of the merger between AT&T and BellSouth.  The Answer is due 2/29/08 and a prehearing conference is scheduled for 3/5/08.
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
